Appendix E, , this Notice of Race (NoR), the Sailing Instructions (SlI), the Latest version of the DF95 Restricted
Class Rules, and The Equipment Rules of Sailing. The Sailing instructions shall prevail in case of conflict with
this Notice of Race.

ELIGIBILITY: The Competition is open to all DF95 class boats. All entrants must be current members of AMYA or
their National Authority.



SCORING and RACING SYSTEM: Scoring will be carried out in accordance with HMS 2016 as modified by the SI's.

PRE-REGISTRATION and FEES: Entries will be limited to 40 skippers and will be taken on a first come
first served basis. Entries will be accepted ONLY using the official online entry form at:

Entry fee is $55.00 per boat and includes lunch and beverages on Saturday and Sunday as well as the Friday night
get- together. Fees are payable online prior to March 15, 2018 and no refunds will be given after that
date. FREQUENCIES: Permitted frequency bands are FCC-approved surface bands. Transmitters on 75 MHz
must be narrow band certified. Radio frequencies will be allocated on a “first come first served” basis. NO
CONFLICTS will be allowed. Each competitor is required to have a minimum of three (3) additional frequencies
available. 2.4 Ghz radios are permitted and are exempt from rule E1.5 in the RRS.
